FOR :

Two applications were made, one to Tree Victoria through Miss
Robynn Bennison, which was to do with so0il erosion circa Outlook
Drive and had regard to the erosion of the embankment adjacent to
the Moonee Ponds Creek and the significant weed growth in that
general area.

The application sought to have one thousand trees planted, the
trees with associated c¢osts including stakes etc. totalling
$4,500. This application would require the support of the City of
Broadmeadows and the MMBW to be maintained and effective.

The second application . was  to Voluntary Community Based,
Conservation, Cultural Heritage and Environmental Groups Program
1989/90. The grant sought to secure $3,300, the specific sites
being Albion Street, Brunswick, where again a thousand trees were
sought to be planted following site preparation and having regard
to the ongoing maintenance of the trees.

It was moved Allan Thomson and seconded Russell Smith that the
applications be approved. Carried

GENERAIL BUSINESS :
GO GREEN:

Greening Australia representative advised that the North West
Brunswick Primary School would be planting six hundred trees on
30th October 1989, near Moreland Road, Brunswick, at approximately
12.30. The MMBW had agreed to site preparation and weedmats being
made available to secure the ongoing future growth of the trees,
It was further advised that Taubmans Paints Australia had made
available four hundred and fifty trees to be supplied to the
group. The trees are presently in the possession of Go Green and
awaiting a site to be selected.

The meeting agreed that the interim executive would be delegated
power to select a site on which the four hundred and fifty trees
could be planted. Sites suggested included the Strathmore North-
Primary School, the Strathmore High School and the Jacana Primary
School. 'Scouts and other bodies within the general community may
be contacted with respect to the planting o¢f these trees
additionally. '

The attached itinerary was discussed at length by the meeting, and
it ‘was agreed that because of inherent difficulties- in liailsing
with The Friends of Gellibrand Park and the short 1lead time to
effect the tour on 4th November, it was agreed that the tour would
be effected on 18th November, 198%.

Essendon Council was to advise with respect to availability of
bikes that may be utilised on parts of the tour of the Creek.
Essendon Council has previously advised as to the availability of a
mini-bus. The City of Broadmeadows has advised that it could make
available a 22-seat bus if necessary.

NOTES RE CONSTITUTION AND OBJECTIVES

During 1989 the Member for Pascoe Vale, Mr Kelvin Thomson,
approached relevant authorities to generate interest in the
revitdlisation of the Moonee Ponds Creek with a view to the
establishment of a Moonee Ponds Creek, Linear Park or Urban
Forest Committee.

The very encouraging response to these overtures culminated in
a meeting held at Mr Thomson’s office on the 19 July. The
meeting was attended by over 40 representatives of Local”
Councils, Community Groups and Government Departments, together
with a very substantial number interested individuals and local
residents,

Steps taken at that meeting included :

* The appointment of a sub-committee of six members to develop
options for the Moonee Ponds Creek Committee using as a
model, to some extent, the Mérri Creek Co-ordinating

Committee..
* Establishment of a sub-committee to design a logo.
* Election of an interim President, Secretary and Treasurer,

pending formal incorporation, at which time office bearers
"will be formally elected. :

* Delegation of representatives to consider possible.funding
submissions and sources of support for Committee activities.

* The City of Essendon offered to host the next Committee
- meeting, while the City of Broadmeadows undertook to host
the meeting after that.

" The Committee’'s second'meeting was held in the Essendon Civic

Centre on 24 August. That meting was also attended by some 40
representatives of ' Councils, Community Groups, Government
Departments and a substantial number of interested individuals

PROJECT RATIONALE AND OBJECTIVES

The Moonee Ponds Creek was once a charming and tranquil
recreation area with natural vegetation and wildlife. Later,
however, much of the creek - but not all - was concrete lined and
straightened. Much of this "work" accompanied the construction
of the Tullamarine Freeway. As a result, the Creek became a
barren eyesore, and its earlier charm was lost. Over recent
years, other rivers and creeks, such as the Merri and Darebin
Creeks and Maribyrnong River, have undergone a transformation on
the basis of intensive restoration efforts. The Moonee Ponds
Creek, however, has been neglected, partly because the damage
done to it was so great that, no doubt, many have considered the
patient incurable. There has, however, been a fundamental change
for the better in the MMBW's attitude towards Melbourne’s urban
waterways, in recent years, and there has also been a growing
community awareness of the importance of Créeks as a potential
green oasis in the builtup metropolitan area.

Othexr positive features of the planting of this area are :

* It is well placed to act as corridor for wildlife,
attracting birdlife from the outskirts of Melbourne and
habitats such as Gellibrand Hill through to the City area.

* As a result of the establishment of a bicycle path along the
Moonee Ponds Creek, there is already very substantial
recreational use made by the local community of this area,
and the benefits of its beautification would be appreciated
by a large. number of people.

* It, together with other planting projects along the Moonee
Ponds Creek would have a demonstration effect in the Moonee
Ponds Creek_area, showing the potential of the Moonee Ponds
Creek as (either a linear park or urban forest, and

encourage community support for the restoration of the

entire Creek. The establishment of the Moonee Ponds Creek

Committee and the considerable local media publicity it has

received has given this area a relatively high local

+ . profile. It is important that this momentum not be lost,
. and that local residents see tangible projects and tangible

benefits emerge from the Committee’s establishment.

After an introduction from the President, Miss Jackie Ross and
Mr Ken Mathers delivered a presentation on the eight kilometre
section of the Western Ring Road from Mahoneys Road to Sharps
Road, and similarly gave an overview as to the development of
the twenty Kkilometre section from Sharps Road to the Princes
Highway.

E.B.C. Landscape Architects had developed concepts for the
Broadmeadows Section. Following the presentation of  the
conceptual plans VicRoads undertook a review of the landscaping
procedures in-house. There was general concern that many
freeways in the Metropolitan area all look the same and have a
sense of monotony from a driver's perspective. VicRoads on
this project therefore wanted to
individuality . capitalising on existing and « indigenous
vegetation along the route.

Because of the number o¢of radial connections c/f Pascoe Vale
Road, Tullamarine Freeway, Hume Highway, etc, there is an
opportunity for special treatment at each of these nodes by way
of form and colour vegetation. The furthest advantage of this
type of treatment would be to draw attention, by contrasting
vegetation, to the fact that nodal points were being approached
along the Freeway. -

VicRoads advised that whilst no formal landscaping plan had
been developed at this stage, Plans were proceeding. Problems
were being experienced in Some areas with respect to steep
batters (two to one) where VicRoads had conducted a series of
trials for types of vegetation which would be suitable to plant
in these areas. -

Alex Smart asked a question with respect to the use of exotics
with preference to Australian plants at ‘the various nodal
points., Jackie Ross advised that planning at this stage at
some locations included the extensive use of scarlet oaks to
provide a contrast with the balance of the landscaping along
the route.

Russell Smith raised issues that were not necessarily related
to a driver's perspective in regard to the landscaping along

the route. These 1included noise and dust absorption which
could be categorised as whole amenity issues, where people
live, side winds, headlight glare, etc. VicRoads indicated

their willingness to consider such issues.

Joe Edmunds raised the issue of concentration of noise at the
top of mounds which he alleged from a recent American study
indicated possible trends at variance with current theory in
regard to the transportation of noise waves. Both Ken Mathers
and Wayne Harvey indicated that current theory in regard to
noigse is that it travels in a straight line or line of sight
and that'all noise exposure_forecasts have been carried out in
this fashion. -

Ken Mathers raised the issue of a model which is currently
being prepared for the Jacana Interchange at the Moonee Ponds
Creek.

Council had worked with Kelvin Thomson MLA for
Pascoe Vale and resident Mr Rick Williams in both preparing ethe
site and also community involvement.

The meeting was introduced to Mr Nick Graesser who would be
co~ordinating the Greening of Broadmeadows series of projects.

The City of Essendon advised that a future planting near the
Nursery -Corner to compliment Arbour Week Planting would not
proceed at this stage. Some 660 plants had been procured from
Go-Green to facilitate this project. Due to budgetary concerns
little community notification had taken place at this stage.

Coburg Council was advised that no site preparation, due to an
industrial dispute, had taken place at the Wheeler Street site,
ascoe Vale. However, a community planting day was scheduled
or 4th November, 1990, where some 5(00-600 frees were exgected
o be planted. ' o oo F e

Brunswick also advised that they propose to conduct a community
planting day on 4th November 1990 at the Brady Street Reserve
circa the Moonee Valley Racecourse. The time for this
particular plant-out was between 10 am and 2 pm.

Andrew  Straker from Go-Green advised that there were
approximately 4,000 trees in credit and it was necessary for
the respective groups to give consideration to the utilisation
of these trees for future planting.

Paul McGrath raised the issue with respect to the fact that the
Reggio Calabria Club Incorporated 1located at the corner of
Brunswick Road and the Tullamarine Freeway, Melway Reference
29B9 had its great opportunity to be improved by extensive
landscaping of indigenous plants from the Plant Reserve that
the Moonee Ponds Creek Association Incorporated currently had
in. reserve. The Secretary was to write to the Reggio Calabria
Club advising of the Association's interest in the site, and
seeking their views to future landscaping at the site.

Mr Kelvin Thomson raised the issue of the Coburg Office of
Corrections being interested in assisting the Moonee Ponds
Creek Association in future landscaping works.

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MR _FRANK HERRON addressed the Association on aspects of a
proposal that the Broadmeadows Club had put for the City of
Broadmeadows to have developed an oval of sufficient standing
to permit senior football to be played on an oval to be
established directly west of the Broadmeadows Club in Jacana.
The Club had met with officials from the City of Broadmeadows
and representation from the Board of Works early in the year at
a meeting convened by the Hon Jim Kennan.

The proposal had been forwarded to the Board of Works for
comment on the hydraulic effects the oval may have on the
operation of the retarding basin and the alignment of the
Moonee Ponds Creek. '

"Mr Bill Jochnsen from the Boai:d of Works advised the meeting

that some preliminary investigation had taken place into the
practicality of having formed an oval some 150 metres by 180
metres in diameter. He advised that technically there was no
reason why the oval could not be developed within limits on the

‘height below the high water level. However, Mr Johnsen advised

that some 300 metres length of the Moonee Ponds Creek would be
required to be re-aligned to permit an oval to be located in
the area directly west of the Broadmeadows Club. The estimated
cost per lineal metre to effect this re-alignment was placed at
some $2,000, ie a total cost of $600,000, ie 300 x 200 would be
required prior to the oval being developed.

Further discussion ensued in regards to this proposal, and
whilst no conclusive resolution was formulated, the proposition
would be considered in conjunction with the preparation of the
Concept Plan for the Moonee Ponds Creek. However, it was quite
apparent that the sums of money involved were a serious
obstacle to this proposal.

Kelvin thanked the deputation for their attendance and invited
them to partake further in the meeting proceedings.

MR _FRANK MCDONOQUGH, on behalf of the following Cycling clubs, ie

The Coburg Cycling Club

The Northern Vets Cycling Club

The Preston Cycling Club

The Italian/Australian Cycling Club
The Brunswick Cycling Club

The Footscray Cycling Club

submitted a proposal to include a road circuit for racing
cyclists to be developed in conjunction with the Moonee Ponds
Creek. '

Mr McDonough advised the Group that racing cyclists, as a
result of the growing population and increasing traffic, have
had to seek permission to use roads or have been forced to
travel long distances to remote areas to conduct races. He
further added that it is the c¢ycling clubs®' concern for the
safety of cyclists, be they racing or training, and he advised
that they have had fatalities in the past.
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He further advised that the benefits of a circuit for cyclists
would include the elimination of cycle and motor car accidents,
a reduction of the number of officials needed, less travelling
and better facilities. Indeed, it would act as an asset to
attract more people into cycling.

His Committee believe the Jacana Valley, together with the
Yuroke Creek Valley, would be an ideal site to establish a
five-metre wide by 15 kilometre circuit in the area.

Again, after some discussion, Kelvin thanked Mr McDonough for
his presentation, and advised that the request had been sent to
the Hon Peter Spyker for his consideration and additionally the
Steering Committee for the Concept Plan would review the
proposal. However, again on the matter of costs, it was felt
that the development would be beyond the resources of both the
Club and the Association and financial support would need to be
forthcoming from elsewhere.

W , Scenic Spectrums Consultant assisting in
the preparation of the Concept Plan, then addressed the
meeting. He advised that the scenic/visual analysis of the

entire Moonee- Ponds Creek had been completed and the
recreational analysis was partially completed. The purpose of
his address to the Association was to present a position report
on the various aspects of his consultancy.

Denis Williamson then discussed the visual perception of the
Moonee Ponds Creek, ie the width of the viewing corridor, and
described the positive and negative features of the various
stages within the Moonee Ponds Creek valley.

Broadly, the upper reaches were rural around Gellibrand Hill,
the middle areas from Jacana down through Coburg and Essendon
were essentially residential, with the downstream area in the
City of Melbourne industrial.

The relative features were then described in terms of positive
and negative features. Some of the positive features included
the landform, the vegetation, water, culture and fauna aspects,
where some of the negative features included channelisation,
earthworks, building intrusion, power lines, etc. -

Some of the areas had the potential for the establishment of
wet land habitat and these should be protected and preserved
for as long as possible.

' The report was received and Kelvin thanked Denis for his

With the assistance of the
QOffice of Corrections, a series of works had been recently
undertaken at the Kingsford Smith Ulm Reserve -upstream and
downstream from the Mickleham Road reservation, as well as the
maintenance of the plants in the vicinity of the Moonee Ponds
Creek at Glenroy.

'A direct seeding machine would be utilised extensively in the

Autumn plantings and ground preparation for _these works was
currently under way.

It was moved by Kelvin Thomson and seconded David Lloyd that a
letter of support be forwarded +to both the Cities of
Broadmeadows and the Urban Land Authority supporting the
concept of the Greening of Broadmeadows and encouraging
contlnuum of the funding for a further twelve month period.

Carol Xunert from the Board of Works is undertaking this
work and is currently having discussions with VicRoads
and other areas of the Board to ascertain the existing
information available.

An EPA register of contaminated sites is being examined.

8.5 COMMUNITY CONSULTATION

It was reported that David Young had advised of the
success of community consultation in conjunction with the
schools’ program. It was further reported that,
following advertisements in several papers and extensive
groundwork undertaken by David Young, approxlmately 600
children from some 13 schools have taken part in the
Community Action days. :
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Geoghegan College in particular was extensively involved
in the workshop. It was expected. that some 2,000 people
would be involved in the consultation process.

3.0 MELBO(HZNE' S DOCKLANDS DEVELOPMENT

The President, Mr Kelvin Thomson, warmly welcomed Ms Helen Davies,
Director of the Docklands Task Force, and Mr Jim Holdsworth of the
Planning Collaborative.

Ms Davies advised that the Docklands Task Force reported directly
to Cabinet via the Hon David White, Minister for Industry and

Manufacturing Developmen t, on a wide ranging agenda. The greater
dockland area occupies some 21 square kilometres in area. Ms
Davies then advised the strategic t:metabl.r.ng relevant to the
Docklands Task Force.



In summary, the key dates are set out below:

By mid August a Draft Strategy was prepared by the Docklands
Task Force for Cabinet’s consideration.

In early September there is to be an official launch of a Draft
Strateqgy. Consultation will be invited on the Draft Strategy.

By the end of November 1992 submissions will close on comments
relative to the Strateqy, and by December 1992 there will be a
finalisation of the Docklands Strategy. This will then be
distributed to Cabinet, and shortly after the Docklands Task
Force will be disbanded, having completed its terms of
reference. ’

Jim Holdsworth then addressed the meeting, concentrating on the 250
hectares of area that the Port of Melbourne Authority will vacate
over the next 25 years, ie the proposed Docklands Development Core
area, generally bounded by South Wharf to the south, Spencer Street
to the east, a general projection of Footscray Road in an east-west
direction and the westerly boundary being a north-south projection
of Graham Street.

To assist the membership, Jim drew a comparison in area terms with
the Golden Mile having an area of approximately 160 hectares.

The following is a summary of the points raised by Jim in his
presentation to the meeting.

1. The Task Force felt that there was a necessity to have
better access to the water area of the development area.

2. The Port area was the biggest g:ontainer port 1in the
Southern Hemisphere and was approximately 130 years of
age.

3. The area had a sense of isolation.

4. One of - the greatest advantages of the site was |its
accessibility to the Central Business District. Greater

accessibility to this area could be afforded through the-
extensions of Collins Street and Latrobe Street into the
area. :

5. The Public Transport Corporation has moved out of the
area to South Dynon Road Spotswood.

6. Footscray Road was conceded to be -a problem having
current volumes in excess of 45,000 vehicles per day. It
was felt that there was a necessity to have a north-south
extension from Graham Street to improve the overall
north-south movement of traffic in the area, both
vehicular and. rail. Indeed it was believed that this
route would constitute the western boundary of the
development core area.
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The establishment  of the western bypass  created
opportunities with respect to open space, residential use
and water area development. It was pointed out that the
relocation of the western bypass in a general westerly
direction will in some ways detract from the
opportunities to extend Appleton Dock areas into wharf
extensions E, F and G. Clearly the further west the
western bypass was to be aligned, the greater the
protection to the estuary area of the Moonee Ponds Creek
in its convolution with the Yarra River.

The Task Force believes that a bridge of some ten to
twelve metres above the water level was the only viable
option for both vehicle and rail transport northerly from
Graham Street.

Estuary dredging would be required to facilitate the
extensions of Appleton Dock into areas E, F and G. The
least Iimpact on the estuary or potential wetland area
development of the Moonee Ponds Creek would be occasioned
by development on Appleton Extensions E and F. Extension
G would have a devastating effect, and prohibit any
wetland development on the northern or western side of
the Moonee Ponds Creek.

The Port of Melbourne Authority is conducting its own
land use planning study, titled 'The Victorian Ports Land
Use Plan’, which is due for completion in February/March
1992. Bill Johnsen advised the Board of Works had given
tacit approval to Extension E of the Appleton Dock
extension, with preparedness to negotiate a strategy to
minimise the impact on the Moonee Ponds Creek for
Extension F, with proposed prohibition on Extension G.

A series of guestions from the membership were then addressed by
Jim and Helen, after which Kelvin Thomson thanked them both for
their frankness and the opportunity to canvas the 1ideas and
thoughts of the Moonee Ponds Creek Association on this important
development. (See further in these minutes for actions relating to
the deputation and the Docklands Task Force.)

Open Space 2000 -

The meeting was advised that Messrs,Kelvin Thomison, Harvey
and Lloyd had met with the Board of Works personnel
administering the Open Space 2000 programme to pursue the
Association’s application for Grant moneys. ‘

They had been requested to establish the Association’s priority
for works, including in the listing the application made by the
City of Essendon for a picnic area to be established at the
Boeing Reserved (estimated and applied for value $25,000).

Including applications made by the Western Region of the
Board of Works for creek treatment works, the City of
Essendon’s application and the Association’s application a total
of $219,000, linad been requested for the Moonee Ponds Creek
Valley. It was likely that only $80,000 would be made
available, thereby necessitating a prioritization of projects.
Mr.Kelvin Thomson expressed the view that the Western

. Landscaping and creek treatments $20,000
- City of Essendon - Boeing Reserve

Picnic Area $10,000

with the Froviso that additional money granted by the Board, if
any, would be allocated to the Boeing Reserve picnic area up to
the applied for amount of $25,000.

Qutside this ranking, Mr.Thomson suggested that:

2.0 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES

"Minutes of previous meeting held on 29 August 1991 were confirmed as
circulated.

3.0 MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
3.1 Melbourne Docklands Development
Mr Bill Johnsen advised thét Melbourne Water had received a response from

the Port of Melbourne Authority, stating a preference that Appleton Dock
proposed extension EFG proceed in the future.



3.4

John Phillips of the City of Melbourne reiterated the Council’s support
for the development of the Port of Melbourne consistent with scenaric B
of the Options Paper, Victorian Ports Land Use Plan, excluding the
extension of Appleton G Dock. It was advised that at this stage the City
of Melbourne has not finalised a position on the Victorian Ports Land Use
Plan or Docklands Strategy, awaiting the release of draft strategies of
these documents in November 1991. However, in formulating Councils
position on each of these matters, consideration will be given to the
Concept Plan proposal to create a wetland park in the area.

Golf Course Proposal, Jacana Basin Area.

Mr Wayne Harvey of the City of Broadmeadows advised that while the
Council has a preferred option there is currently no live proposal for a
golf course and the matter will not be pursued in the near future due to
financial constraints.

Greening of Broadmeadows

Mr Nick Graesser of the Greening of Broadmeadows informed the meeting
that as part of the spring planting festival, a community planting day
had been arranged for 11:00 am on Sunday 27 October 1991 below the Pascoe
Vale Road bridge. Melways Ref: 16 H9

With the help of the Pascoe Vale Rotary Club and Strathmore Lions Club it
is expected that 500 trees will be planted.

Nick Graesser also advised that a public meeting was also held on
6 October to involve the community in planning the Kingsford-Smith-Ulm
Reserve tc ensure compatibility with the Moonee Ponds Creek Concept Plan.

Urban Regeneration Program

John Phillips of the City of Melbourne referred to a letter sent to the
Association from the City of Melbourne stating that the revegetation
program would not proceed this year due to a number of identifiable
conflicts which include:

i) The assessment of alternative drainage treatment options put forward
as part of the Concept Plan and

ii) The complications associated with the ongoing pipeline construction
works in the area.

Mr Phillips said that because reach 3 and 4 of the creek between Arden
Street and Brunswick Road have been prone to flood in the past, proposals
to physically shape land form and revegetate the creek environs must be
considered in the context of the creeks overall hydrology. There was a
need to fully evaluate both conflicting proposals and the staged works
required to achieve the final concept plan vision before planting
decisions were made.
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Mr Phillips advised there remained the option of planting along the line
of the pipeline works in the vicinity of Delhi Reserve. The City of
Melbourne was unable to provide mulch due to commitments with the Royal
Park revegetation programme.

Mr Russell Smith expressed disappointment at the City of Melbourne's
decision but advised that 1000 trees could still be planted along the
pipeline at Delhi Court.

Discussion then ensued with respect to reallocating tubestock of larger
trees being 9 months old from the City of Melbourne to other locations in
Brunswick and Essendon.

Paul McGrath from the City of Brunswick agreed to pick up the 5000 trees
allocated by Go Green and hold them at the Brunswick nursery until other
Councils could take delivery. -~ The Cities of Melbourne, Essendon,
Brunswick and Broadmeadows will each take 1000 trees and the Port of
Melbourne Authority is likely to take 1000 trees depending on suitability
of species type.

Nick Graesser of Greening of Broadmeadows advised that the Office of
Corrections had been previously involved in a potting up program and that
this option was a potential solution.

It was advised that the Broadmeadows could take up the balance of the
trees. The Kingsford-Smith-Ulm Reserve was preferred as a site for
future plantings of Go Green tubestock.

Photographic Record

In the absence of Mr David Lloyd the matter was deferred until the next
meeting.

Moonee Ponds Creek Concept Plan

Mr Bill Johnsen of Melbourne Water advised that a draft version 5 of the
Concept Plan had been released for public comment and for the formal
attention of each affected Council.

In & letter accompanying version 5 of the Concept Plan Melbourne Water
requested that Councils consider adopting the draft Concept Plan and in
particular 3 recommendations:

i) Incorporate the concept plan as a reference document into the
statutory planning process for your Council and undertake any zoning
or planning control indicated in the concept plan within your
responsibility. .

ii) Adopting a policy for Council actions along the creek based on the
theme of the concept plan f.e. a focus on the creek as an open space
and recreation resource.

iii) Use the action program as a basis for future budget considerations.



Mr Johnsen advised that the draft version 5 of the concept plan would be
considered at the meeting cycles of all Councils towards the end of
October.

Following confirmation of the Councils decisions, Melbourne Water intends
to publish the adopted plan on 23 October with an official launch of the
Concept Plan on 15 November 1991.

Following the official launch, the draft concept plan would be released
for public comment for 2 months.

Bill Johnsen informed the meeting that the version 5 method of denoting
timing accompanying the acticn program recommendations was too confining
and would be altered from a yearly basis to the following: :

. Now - immediate
. Short -~ medium (3 years)
. Long term (beyond 5 years)

Discussion then ensued about incorporation of the concept plan into all
planning schemes of affected Councils, :

John Phillips of the City of Melbourne suggested that the Department of
Planning and Housing or Melbourne Water should exhibit a planning scheme
amendment in order to ensure a regional perspective is taken on this
important project. Bill Johnsen advised that the Department of Planning
and Housing representative on the Concept Plan Steering Committee had
withdrawn and that the Department had requested that all reference to the
Department of Planning and Housing in the Concept Plan be deleted.

Mr Johnsen then called for comments advising that the draft concept plan
would be prepared taking into account these comments.

The following comments were made:

Introduction — Mr Russell Smith - reference should be made that seeks to
stimulate community groups achieving implementation of the plan beyond
strict compliance with the concept plan. The intention is to development
momentum.

Trail Network - Mr Wayne Harvey of City of Broadmeadows - presented a
brochure ‘Darebin Creek Pathway’ as a model reference document for the
Moonee Ponds Creek.

Reggio Calabria Club Development

Mr Paul McGrath advised that the landscape plans have not been received
at the Town Planning Department of the City of Brunswick.

However, the Regpio Calabria Club have bought native plants and in co-
operation with advice given from Go Green are undertaking some plantings.

Gateway Plantings

Mr Kelvin Thomson advised that plantings would take place on 12 October
on the south side of the creek west of Pascoe Vale Road with access from
Mascoma Street.

The subject of advertising the planting day by raising banners on site
was then discussed. It would appear that from experience banners are in
place for a mixed period of time before being stolen.

CORRESPONDENCE

The Secretary distributed a 1list to members of all inward and outward
correspondence for the previous month.

Wayne Harvey read a letter sent from Vic Roads concerning the proposed
Western Bypass (Stage 2) lower Yarra crossing. A plan with 3 optional
road alignments was attached.

Vie Roads stated that °“"while the competing needs of the Docklands
Development and the Port of Melbourne have a major influence on the
location of the Western Bypass, it may be possible to reduce the impact
of the road on the Moonee Ponds Creek environs by minor shifts in the
alignment and by careful planning, design and construction of the road.”

MATTERS ARISING FROM CORRESPONDENCE
There were no issues raised in the correspondence which required action.

TREASURER'S REPORT
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In the absence of Treasurer Cr Kevin Sheahan or a report this matter was
deferred to the next meeting.

GENERAL BUSINESS
Cowans /Morgans Land

Kelvin Thomson advised that he would attend a meeting to be held on
14 October with Mr Basil Elms planning consultant who represents Morgans
to discuss the future of the site. Bill Johnsen confirmed that he had
been in discussions with Morgans with regard to Action Program 8.14 of
the concept plan.

Discussion then ensued about obtaining public access in the short term
along the creeks edge at Morgans and on the Cowans land on the west bank
of the creek downstream of Jacana Basin.

Vic Roads and Tullamarine Freeway exit at Brunswick Road

Paul McGrath of City of Brunswick advised that the soil remaining from
construction of the rising main pipeline was being mounded to create a
sound and visual barrier to the Tullamarine Freeway.

Melbourne Water has agreed to use available equipment in the area to
shape the mounds and remove chain wire fencing.

The local community would be involved in planting in the local areaa.

Vic Roads is involved in a study on noise attenuation with the option of
continuing the construction of a pine fence along the Freeway. Paul
McGrath will contact Brunswick Councillors and put them in contact with
Mr Scott Wright of Melbourne Water who is co-ordinating the landscaping
aspects of the project.

Area Improvement Program 1991/92

Kelvin Thomson advised that the applications for 1992 Area Improvement
Grants for community projects would close on 31 October 1991.

The Association had been successful in the past with a $25,000 grant from
the Northern Area Improvement Fund for development of the concept plan.

Funds would normally be approved and made available in March 1992.

Mr Thomson stated that an application for $10,000 to install a signage
system along the creek would be made.

Wayne Harvey raised the question whether funds to design and publish a
brochure similar to the ‘Darebin Creek Pathway’' were within the
guidelines of the Area Improvement Grants. The brochure c¢ould focus on
the concept plan.

Bill Johnsen stated that bicycle groups would be the most appropriate
community group to make application.



Kelvin Thomson stated that there was no current pamphlet on the Moonee
Ponds creek bike path and recalled that City of Essendon produced a
pamphlet some years ago covering only 13 lm.

Bill Johnsen stated that there was scope for funding from the program for
developing further two major aspects of the concept plan.

i) Co-ordinated management study
ii) Educational and information interpretation programs.

Mr Alex Smart stated that the Area Improvement Programs should be
presented with the work achieved from the $25,000 funding of the concept
plan. This suggestion was well received by the meeting and Bill Johnsen
responded by saying the Resource Documents had been printed at 100 copies
with 30 copies to be sent to the Association and 5-10 copies to each
member Council.

Mr Russell Smith then asked for a cost break down on the concept plan
process and indicated the need for a balance sheet to detail expenditure
on all aspects of the plan.

Planting Techniques

Cr Joe Edmonds advised that there had been a 50 loss rate of plants at a
site planted on Anzac Day despite good conditions of soil, plentiful rain
and good tubestock. Another problem was infestation of weeds at the
site. This observation led to a general discussion of planting technique
and the merits of mulch vis-a-vis weedmat. Mr Nick Graesser of Greening
Broadmeadows stated that dense plantings achieved the desired result as
the canopy closure is more important than nurturing individual species.
In these conditions a 50% die back can be tolerated.

Kelvin Thomson suggested a working bee at the Anzac Day planting site
using experienced people to weed and ensure the remaining trees are not
destroyed. '

A report on the success rate on the Anzac Day site in the City of
Essendon and the Mascoma Street plantings where weedmat was used with
mixed success was called for by Mr Thomson.

Nick Graesser stated there was no perfect solution in employing the
various techniques of weedmat in its  wvarious forms (i.e.
plastic/biodegradable) or mulch.

Mr Graesser informed the meeting that weedmat squares will be used at the
27 October plantings in Broadmeadows.

Secretary’'s Position

Mr Wayne Harvey announced his retirement from the position of Secretary
and nominated John Phillips as Secretary for the next 12 months. There
were no objections and Mr Phillips was duly elected.



Mr Kelvin Thomson thanked Mr Harvey for his hard work and thoroughness in
fulfilling all the obligations of Secretary.

The meeting concurred with these sentiments of a job well done,

Morgan's property (2.25 hectares) abutting the creek is zoned General
Industrial.

The proposal for the total 9.25 hectare site is as follows:

. Approximately 1200 dwellings. .
. Access to the site via two separate points at Coventry Street and
OQutlook Drive which would not be interconnected thus preventing

through traffic.
Negotiations with Morgan’s in the valley to redevelop the land for
public open space with potential for billabong landscape treatment.

Each of the plans, if implemented, would dramatically alter the existing
topographical features of the Moonee Ponds Creek estuary and destroy the
vision set out in Reach 1 of the Concept Plan for a large wetlands area
with isolated bird habitat.

1/ Construction of Appleton F and G Docks with consequent dredging of
the estuary.

2/ The extension of the proposed Western Bypass south of Footscray Road
to Graham Street Port Melbourne via a low level bridge of 11 metres
across the Moonee Ponds Creek estuary and Yarra River.

Ray White expressed concern that a golf course would primarily be
interested in the water storage ¢component and less concerned with
wetlands.

Ray White stated the Association should not support a golf course
water storage proposai which is not included in the Concept Plan
proposal.

Wayne Harvey stated that the City of Broadmeadows was very
conscious of greening the area and through working in consultation
with Melbourne Water, the wetlands proposal at Jacana Basin will
be developed as a significant flora and fauna site.

Kelvin Thomson stated that drawing water from the creek for the
purpose of maintaining a permanent watering supply for a goif
course was potentiaily controversial. There may be possibie
adverse environmentai conditions downstream if too much water is
drawn.

Alex Smart commented that fauna does not discriminate between

golf courses and other types of open space and feit the idea of goif

club fees paying for redevelopment of the creek at a time of
~ govemment financial stringency was a good one. '

The Motion was put that Melbourne Water be requested to give full
hydroiogical information on creek flows to the City of
Broadmeadows to assess the golf course pondage proposal at
Jacana Basin and ensure adequate waterflow is maintained in the
creek.

Minutes of the previous meeting held on 19 March 1992 were confirmed as circulated.

3. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

3.1 Cowans Land Residential Proposal. _
Wayne Harvey reporied that the City of Broadmeadows at its April meeting resolved to
prepare a Planning Scheme Amendment to rezone the site for residential use. The
amendment will be exhibited for public comment in late May.

3.2 Expenditure of Open Space 2000 Granis.
Scott Wright of Melbourne Water advised that there was no further action to report on the

Paul McGrath of the City of Brunswick reported that Queens Park Secondary College was

3.4 Flemington Trial Weir Project.

3.5 E14 Road Reserve (Westem Ring Road to Somerton Road).
Wayne Harvey spoke to the meeting with the aid of aerial photographs, explaining the
proposed route of the E14 road.

RAPID TRANSIT LINK

The Victorian State Government is examining options for establishing a
Rapid Transit Link (RTL) between Spencer Street Station and Melbourne
Airport. The overall travel time between termini is projected to be 15-20
minutes. The project will be financed by three major revenue sources:

» Rapid Passenger Transit
*+ Rapid Freight Transit
+ Commercial Development at Termini

Expressions of interest in financing, design, construction, and operation of
the RTL are expected to be called in early 1992,

A public consultation process has been designed to identify and reconcile
where possible, union, local council, business group and community based
issues before the final project parameters are determined. An independent
panel will be established to assess submissions and make comment to lhe
government.

Routes and Technology

Neither the route nor the technology have been selected for the RTL at thi§
time.

The three routes which hkave been considered in preliminary assessments to
date are:

+  Tullamarine Freeway/Moonee Ponds Creek
+  Footscray-Sunshine-Keilor rail links (standard gauge line reservations),

. Broadmeadows Railway Reserve (Metplan 1988 opuon) and (Melbourne
Airport Strategy July 1989). :

It is probable that a preferred route will be decided as an outcome of the
consultation process. The technologies being considered will be largely
determined once a route is selected and the following issues are resolved:

- Capital ‘and recurrent costs

- Eavironmental factors

- Operating speed, frequency of service (number of opcratmg units)
- Integration with current public transportation facilities,

Moonee Ponds Creek Route

The propds;d alignment along the Moonee Ponds Creek/Tullamarine Freeway
presents the opportunity to construct a new advanced technology system in
contrast to the traditional steel track system available on the two altemative
routies.

However, the Moonee Ponds Creek is the most environmentally sensitive
route and is the subject of a concept plan supported by Council to regenerate
the creek to a natural state,



The Rapid Transit Link is one of a number of proposed developments which
may have a visval and land use impact on the Moonee Ponds Creek valley
including the proposed Wesiem Bypass and Tullamarine Freeway widening.

Existing Rail Reservation Routes

A significant revenue source is expected to be the carriage of high value air
freight. -

The route of the RTL could be located to service the Freight Forwarding
facilities located in the West Melbourne/Docklands precinct with a short spur
line envisaged to service separate freight facilities at the airport.

In this respect the route via Sunshine on standard gauge line is considered
the most appropriate alternative with existing line capacity and routing
through established and developing industrial areas with little congestion,
In contrast the Broadmeadows line has limited potential due to existing
suburban and country train congestion and approaching the airport from
the north east.

Specific reference is made to a direct rail link with Melbourne Airport in the
1985 Strategy Plan.

Moreland questioned this asking why this was the “accepted
wisdom”. Chris Dance suggested rock lining or weirs as a step towards naturalisation at some
level. Key arguments against removal were:

Anticipate appointment of coordinator during March 1998 to commence during April.

It is most likely that the coordinator would be based at Hume (Broadmeadows depot) but if that does

not work out provision would be made at Moreland {Coburg). Hume and Moreland yet to discuss this.
o A MPCCC will be established to manage and direct the coordinator. Day to day

management/supervision would reside with a manager from the base council. MPCCC would hold

day-time meetings to suit Council nominees.

2. Consequences for MPCA

e The role of MPCA would change dramatically. Many key roles of MPCA in its current form would be
taken over by the Coordinator or MPCCC.

e Councils will NOT continue to fund secretarial services for MPCA. Other services such as
photocopying/mailing may be available.

o MPCA would effectively become a “Friends” organisation. Membership fees would need to provide
sufficient income to cover operations.

e If the position of coordinator worked over a long period, the creek and the community would benefit.

. The major risk is that if any Council withdrew funding the position would collapse leaving a vacuum -

the MPCA structure having been dismembered. Hume Council has not funded the few months from
the appointment to the end of the 1997/98 financial year. While we are being told not to worry as “in
kind” arrangements will circumvent that Councils decision this situation illustrates how fragile
arrangements could be. The M.Q.U. has a clause requiring parties to give one year notice for
withdrawal.

¢ The Coordinator will be employed on a year to year contract. While this appears to be acceptable as a
current “industry standard” it may inhibit a career minded applicant.

The swallows nest on the steep banks of the creek. The midge numbers probably indicate
low oxygen in the water. A spectacular sight. Has anyone seen it before?

Winter 2002

Interim MPC Coordinator Melanie Taube continues to work hard to keep the
ship of state afloat. She will report at the next meeting about her progress in
arranging accommodation, transport, finance and other pressing matters.
Thanks to Mel for providing most of the copy for this newsletter.

Connecting Community Groups: There will be a forum of Flemington and
Kensington Community groups from 2 — 5 pm on Sunday 25% August. The
venue is Kensington Neighbourhood Centre, 18 Anthony St. Kensington. The
FoMPC will have a table and we will be able to describe some of our activities
and seek support for our causes. Anyone can attend and refreshments are
provided.

Fenton Reserve: Paul Spencer has expressed concern at proposals from the
Hockey Club using Fenton Reserve in Ascot Vale. He has taken up some
issues with Moonee Valley Counmcil on our behalf.This matter will be
discussed at our next meeting

Arts Strategy Implementation: A meeting is about to be called of all the
arts & cultural Council officers to discuss scoping up some proposals for
grant applications. This will allow the further implementation of the Arts
Strategy. '

Other Sponsorship Proposals: Proposals have been presented to both
Transurban and Melbourne Ports for funding specific revegetation projects
along the creek. A grant application of $30,000 was submitted as part of the
Envirofund (NHT) program in early June. The grant is for revegetation works
and community education/involvement around the new Jacana Wetlands.
Meeting with Ford: Mel met with Gail Rogers, the Corporate Citizenship
Manager at Ford, to discuss partnerships between Ford & the MPCCC.
Whilst we didn’t get a car we discussed future programs we could work on
such as staff plantings and working with local industry to develop their own
stormwater management plans. Gail suggested that in the short term we



raise our profile through such joint projects with the long-term aim of getting
higher levels of sponsorship.

Tullamarine Landfill Consultative Committee

Mel attended a meeting in June at which there was much discussion
regarding the spending of the $500,000 that Cleanaway is committing to the
community. Hume City Council representatives presented the option of
spending the funds on open space developments in local parks in the
Gladstone Park/Tullamarine area. There was much discussion on this
option, with some committee members expressing a desire to see significant
funds spent along the creek and the extension of the bike path to
Woodlands. A sub committee consisting of Melanie, Torn Baker and Kim
Westcombe (Westmeadows community members) was formed to facilitate the
appointment of an independent chair, which it is hoped will aid the
committee in allocating the $500,000.

Green Wedge

There has been much recent press regarding the Green Wedge Coalition,
which is primarily made up of community group members to protect
Melbourne’s Green Wedges. They have met with Planning Minister, Mary
Delahunty, to discuss the inclusion of the Green Wedges in the new State
Government Metropolitan Strategy. The friends group is represented and is
receiving their news,

Planning Issues

Gowanbrae: A recent meeting at Moreland Council Offices with Moreland
Officers, Cr. Stephen Roach, Gowanbrae Action Group members and
Marigold Land Sales discussed the VCAT hearing for Stages 5 & 6 of
Gowanbrae. The developers have held meetings with all of the opposing
groups to discuss changes to be made to their planning permit. The meeting
was very positive, with all parties satisfied that their concerns had been
addressed. Melanie will report on later developments.. She will also report on
other high density developments proposed for Mark and Herbert Streets
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Friends groups’ rationale for stronger

planning controls on waterways

The Friends of the Merri, Darebin and Moocnee Ponds Creeks believe that it is necessary to
strengthen planning controls along waterways. This is necessary to ensure that waterways
don't lose their function as wildlife corridors and as a venue for passive recreation in urban
bushland settings.

Urban conselidation and the predicted increase in Metboume’s population means that it is
more important than ever to preserve and protect what remains of our natural heritage,
especially along our rivers and creeks. We support the Melbourne 2030, Initiative 5,7.4, to-
“strengthen current policies and review the adequacy of planning controls relating to the
Yaira and Maribymong Rivers to ensure the long term protection of open space, conservation
values” and we believe that this initiative should be extended to all our waterways.

Revegetation along our streams and the clean-up of our waterways has transformed the
riparian zone from what was once a neglected and degraded wasteland, weed-infested and
rubbish-strewn, into a highly attractive natural refuge from the built-up environment. The
restoration work along our waterways has made it more aitractive to live alongside. Highly
desirable property increases the risk of over-development. Such development would not only
be visually intrusive, sited too close to the waterway, but it would also reduce the vegetative
buffer zone that is presently provided in many cases by the extended back yard down to the
waterway. ’

Specifically, the Friends groups are concerned that development along waterways could
cause: loss of vegetation and habitat; overshadowing of paths and trails; loss of visual
amenity; loss of the bush "feel” in an urban environment; and possible barriers to future paths
and/or present trails. The Friends groups believe that the waterways should be covered by
appropriate design and development guidelines that included setback provisions and whereby
any development close to waterways requires a planning permit.

The Friends groups would like to see planning controls that: can protect waterways that don't
have a committee of management; that enable a consistent approach to development across
and between municipalities or other authorities, despite changes in planning staff; that
overcomes Melbourne Water's narrow focus on the water itself; that prevents VCAT allowing
unwanted developments on appeal; that ensures development applications are viewed by the
appropriate Friends groups or Management Committees,

For all these reasons, the Friends groups strongly support the suggestion of a new "Waterway
Protection Overlay" to contrel development along ail waterways in Victoria.

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Moonee Ponds Creek flows from Greéenvale down through Tullamarine and joins the Yarra River
in West Melbourne. Tributaries include Yuroke Creek, which enters Moonee Ponds from the

noceh in Westmeaclows' and Actwood Creek, which rises just to the west of Mickleham Road in -
‘Greenvale. The catchment is lacgely urbamsed excepr for the very upper rural reaches. ’

Works undertaken in the 1950s to increase flood protection resulted in the removal of bank

vegetation and instream debris in conjunction with concrete lining of much of the lower reaches
of the creek. Alchough che overall condition of Moonee Ponds Creek is very poor, there are

small areas in better condition. For exampile, the creek through Woodiands Histori¢ Park has the

best examples of a comparatively natural waterway within the cacchmenc. The creek has a high
social value and is popular for passive recrenuon Risks to the creek ;nc!ude poor streamside
vegetanon and stormwater runoff. :

Signifieance: Low .
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Merri Creek flows from the foothills of che Great Dividing Range north of Wallan on the Hume
Highway. It is a major tributary of the Yarra River flowing over basalt plains o meec the Yarra at
Fairfield. Tributaries include Edgars and Central creeks. Merri Creek hus high Aboriginai hetitage
value, as the creek and surrounding lands were importane for food, sheleer and teavel, The Merri
Creek catchment includes remnants of former vegetation communities charactetistic of the basalt
plains nocth of Metbourne. In parcicular are remnant red gum woodlands, stoay knolls and grasslands.

Despite a history of land ciearing and agricultural developmeat, the rural reaches have recained
some nacural scream form and relaced landscape values and feature a number of sites of
state/national conservation significance. The state significant endangered growling grass frog is
found in several locacions. Risks to the rural reaches of the Merri Creek include poor water quality,
streamside vegetation and fish bacriers.

While only few environmental values temain in the urban reaches, the creek has very high social

- value because of passive recreation and European and Aboriginal heritage. The confluence of the

Merri Creek and the Yarra River has high Aboriginal hericage values and was once an important
meeting place. Risks to the lower reaches of Merri Creek include the qualbity and quantity of
stormwater, poor quality streamside vegetation and fish barriers.

River Health Progvaim: Prospects for improving environmental condition are low because the creek
has been heavily modified. Activities in the nexe five years will focus on che usban reaches where
water quality improvements will be made through implementing stormwater ranagement plans,
herieage values will be protected and screamside vegetation will be improved. In the rural reaches,
grants will help to improve and protect scteamside vegetation.

However, some threatened
flora and fauna species such as growling grass frog are present and the recent building of ﬁshways
on several barriers have improved the ability of native fish, such as common galaxias and short-
finnéd eel to move through the creek. The extensive network of bike paths, patks and reserves,
as well as Aboriginal and European hericage, contribute to a high social value. Risks iaclude poor

' water qualicy, poor quality streamside zone, flow stress and the presence of exonc fish.

River Health Program: Prospects for improving environmencal condition are low because the _
creek has been heavily modified.

Vic Reoads and the E14 Freeway/Tollway,

Lorella and David from the Friends of Shanklands attended the meeting to highlight their concerns relating to the E14
proposals for the creek valley, North of the Western Ring Road and discuss a coordinated campaign to stop the Freeway in
the creek valley. It is a major issue for the creek and it was felt that local community groups should start preparing to fight
the plans as soon as possible. Kelvin advised the meeting that the E14 was definitely on the drawing board, because Vic
Roads listéd the Moonee Ponds Creek unsuitable (or the M2, Tlume Thighway Bypass-due to the fact that this corridor was -
required to build a Freeway/Tollway to service the needs of the growing residential corridor surrounding Craigeburn.

This Freeway would have disastrous affects on the creek corridor as it travelled through Atwood, Greenvale, Meadow
Heights and Roxbrough Park. It was decided, that we support plans to solicit Public opposition to the freeway/Tollway
comridor in an attempt to have the reservation cancelled. - Strategies to be uscd to achieve this would be calling local
meetings, ketter boxing and petitioning the coramunity. Once sufficient nnmbers of the community are educated and
supportive, submissions to Local representatives should be made to convince them of the community oppositior for the
reservation and ultimately, cancellation of the freeway/tollway rescrvation. Kelvin promised to distribute copies of the Vic
roads document comments oa the reservation, to the Group and aim to incorporate them in the minutes.-It was decided to
try to set up a campaign committee with suggestion of reps from MPCA, MPCCC, Friends of Shanklands, Friends of Upper
Moonee Ponds Creek and local community groups.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

It was proposed by Cr Joe Edmunds that Item 3, ie the Reggio
Calabria Club, be brought forward for discussion to enable the
President of the Club to enter into the discussions and if he
so chose, leave the meeting at the conclusion of -this item.

Nat Surage outlined that he had received an invitation from the
Secretary of the Association to enter into discussions with the
Moonee Ponds Creek Association on proposed developments at the
site located at the -corner of Brunswick Road and the
Tullamarine Freeway.

Discussion ensued around whether the Reggio Calabria Club
Incorporated had any proposed landscaping plans at this stage.

Alan Thompson raised the issue of the VicRoads' potential
utilisation of scarlet oaks and Alex Smart advised that the
Association had, he felt, taken the issue as far as it could at
this stage in recommending the use of indigenous vegetation,
considering the assurances from VicRoads that they would take
this thought into consideration and review the existing
landscaping proposals.

Alex Smart referred to the planting of two hundred trées by
Pascoe Vale South Primary School, during the course of the Bird
Week celebrations.

With the co-operaticon of the Coburg Office of Corrections there
was some. opportunity for the maintenance of those plantings.

Joe Edmunds advised that some one hundred trees were planted on
28th October, and expressed disappointment at the number of
persons who turned up at the site.

Broadmeadows, through the persons of Rick Williams and Nick
Graesser, advised that approximately a thousand trees had been
pPlanted on that same day within the Broadmeadows area, despite
the high winds and high temperature of that particular day.

Russell Smith advised that the Denby Park High Rise Tenants
Association had planted fifty trees in their general ares.
Unfortunately they weren't staked and there was no mulch on
them. He felt that they would have difficulty in surviving
into the future. :

Alan Thompson advised that a small.plantihg had taken place in

~Coburg with approximately 100 trees planted in that area.

Evelyn Northey queried the adequacy of the pre-publication
drawing people's attention to the plantings referred to above.
It was agreed that in some aspects the publicity was a failure,
and i1t was necessary to give wider coverage, perhaps including
contacting persons who had their names and addresses registered
with the organisation through plantings on previous occasions.

Cr Rosemary Kerr, on behalf of the Mayor Broadmeadows, Cr Joe
Mallia, will officially welcome the delegation, after which Mr
John Senior from the Board of Works Waterworks Program and Mr
Kelvin Thomson MLA for Pascoe Vale will speak on various
aspects of the Concept Plan.

Bill further advised that the development of the Concept Plan
would be subject to a series of public inputs, the first one
being directly through the Moonee Ponds Creek Association
itself via a program that would bhe discussed later in the
meeting by David Young from Go-Green and through a telephone
answering service that would be commissioned at the Board of
Works.

Joe Edmunds relayed to the meeting a c¢oncern that he had
following discussions with Councillor Carl from the the
Melbourne City Council, in which it was alleged that, whilst
the Melbourne City Council had engaged Scenic Spectrum Pty Ltd
to prepare a Moonee Ponds Creek recreational study from Ormond
Road to the Yarra River, they had 1little commitment to the
Moonee Ponds Creek Association. He felt that was evidenced by
the fact that there had been inconsistence of councillor
representation and sought comment from John Phillips as to
whether the $5,000 would be paid by the City of Melbourne and
what John's role was 1in regard to attendance at these
meetings. John advised that the subcommittee o¢f Council had
endorsed the contribution of the $5,000 to the Moonee Ponds
Creek Association as that Council's contribution to the Moonee
Ponds Creek Concept Plan development.

Joe further raised concerns with respect to the role that the
Moonee Ponds Creek Association would play in the preparation of
the Concept Plan, and felt that the Association was being
disenfranchised and that the Board of Works was seen as part of
the existing wording within the Brief to be the 1lead agency,
and that there was no real accountability to the Moonee Ponds
Creek Association,

These sentiments were supported by Russell Smith, who further
raised issue that the Brief was open-ended and there was no
accountability to this Committee or the Association generally:

Russell further advised that he felt this Committee was being
politically manipulated and was being run as a one-man band,

and that

there has been no effect with respect to the

Constitutional positions that should have been created pursuant
to the Constitution. Russell further advised that he believes
there is no discussion between Neil Coll and Kelvin Thomson in
regard to this project, and felt that people at the Melbourne
end of the Moonee Ponds Creek do not have an equal vote with
people upstream of the Moonee Ponds Creek.

He c¢riticised that a meeting had been convened to discuss the
Moonee Ponds Creek Recreational Study at the Brunswick Town

Hall. Persons who would constltute the. sub-committee consisted

Russell had concerns with the handing over of the $25,000 to
the Board o¢of Works because he felt that there was 1little
control and despite the good will of Bill Johnsen and other
officers on the Steering Committee, again the Association hag
no accountability or responsibility for the Concept Plan
development. Russell felt that it was essential that this body
gives a direction and controls the Concept Plan development.

Joe Edmunds felt that the City of Melbourne had a much wider
agenda and would use the Creek issue to fight other extraneous
matters such as freeways and a variety of road issues.

Further discussions revolved around concerns in clarification
as to the Board of Works' role and indeed the role that the
Steering/Working Committee would have in regard to the Moonee
Ponds Creek Association,

. It was

unanimously accepted and understood that the

Steering/Working Committee would be responsible to and

reporting

to the full body of the Moonee Ponds Creek

Association for direction and co-ordination.

It was ultimately recommended by Joe Edmunds and seconded by
Russell Smith that the words on Page 6 of the Brief for the

After an introduction by Bill Johnsen, David Young from
Greening Australia outlined the use of schools and young
children as a source within which information can be sought and
subsequently collated for the purposes of community
consultation. David advised that young people would seem to be
the key to the environmental improvement of the Moonee Ponds
Creek if the area is to be transformed into Open Space which is
widely used as a valuable community resource.

The role of young people, both in achieving the improvement and
securing the future of the 1local environment, needs to be
considered. Young people are a major group who use public open
space. Their activites may be positive, such as sporting
activities, passive leisure etc, or they may be undesirable and
actually reduce the use of open space for other sections of the
community.

Since young people significantly affect the use of the area, 1t
is appropriate that they play a major role in identifying the
future use of the creek. ’

David outlined the role of Go-Green and Greening Australia, and
particular the schools program and the research into how
children can be incorporated in the development of the Concept
Plan. He identified particular advantages in seeking quickly
and succinctly information from families, and there was
particular advantage in ethnic families Wlth English- speaklmg
children reporting back to the schools.

David outlined the model involving children in the . local
environment, and it was expected that many schools would gladly
welcome a program of this kind, particularly haG1ng regard to
common assessment tasks in the new VCE programs and 1in
Australian Studies. David Young then requested people to
identify schools that may be prepared to partake in the
program. He indicated that he could be contacted at Go-Green
on telephone 654 1800 or by faxing the information to the above
establishment on 650 5040.

3. Guest Speaker; Public Golf Course Proposal - Jacana Basin
Wayne Harvey of the City of Broadmeadows introduced Mr Geoff Harrison, proponent of
the golf course proposal and stated that the Concept Plan makes reference to the proposed _

golf course as an issue at Reach 8 Jacana.

Mr Geoff Harrison spoke to the meeting and made the following points:



i. The Broadmeadows club will be redeveloped as an integral part of the 18 hole golf
course proposal with new lawn bowls, tennis courts, football oval and associated car
parking. N

ii.  Public access to the creek via a bike path in the vicinity of the golf course would be
impracticable. The bike path is currently not near the creek north of the Western
Ring Road alignment. '

Ketvin Thomson raised the following issues with regard to the environmental impact of the
golf course on the creek:

i That an adequate creek flow must be maintained when drawing water for the golf
course in order o avoid algae growth and stagnant water.

ii.  That there be no run-off from the golf course of fedilisers (phosphates, nitrates)
which could result in algae blooms and pollution.

iii. That access to the creek along a linear park trail be maintained while recognising the
need to reduce the physical risk of golf balls hitting cyclists.

Wayne Harvey indicated that the City of Broadmeadows will consider the views of the
Association and the bike path would be relocated to the satisfaction of Council.

Geoff Harrison stated the existing bike path is breaking up and needs replacing in any
event.

Discussion ensued regarding examples of recreational conflicts where other golf courses
are iocated alongside waterways with linear paths.

Lois Binnie advised that the City of Essendon has received no reporis of conflict between
goll and cyclists along the Maribyrnong path largely due to dense plantings separating the
two areas.

Cir Joe Edmonds of the City of Essendon stated Council policy on Jacana Basin was
generally in favour of active recreational pursuits and asked who Mr Geoff Harrison
represented.

Mr Harrison represents a private company willing to spend between $2-3 million on the
public golf course proposal. '

Kelvin Thomson stated that the aim of the Association was to protect the environment of

the creek and valley and providing the golf course proposal achieves a balance of active

sporting with the creation of biflabongs, planting indigenous vegetation etc. this would be in
. keeping with the Concept Pian.

Kelvin Thomson asked for interested members to form a sub-committee 1o examine
polential sporting-recreational conflicts and access requirements with the City of
Broadmeadows and the proponent.

Phil Lenthall of Melbourne Water advised that 7 different sites were targeted for removal of
chain-wire fencing:

Plans for the proposed golf course at Jacana were displayed to
the meeting.

The three major concerns of this association to the construction

of the golf course are:

- correct and safe relocation of the cycle and pedestrian track
along the creek.

- run off of possible pollutants from the golf course into the
creek.

Cr Joe Edmends was concerned about the location of a golf course
in relation to the retarding basin, and possible run off problems
that will be inevitable part1cu1arly during the establishment
period.
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The Secretary should write to Melbourne Water to seek their
thoughts on what effects flooding would have on water quality
caused by nutrient run off and siltation into the creek during
establishment of the golf course. :

Terry Mundy spoke on the Essendon Family Day which was held at
Boeing Reserve on Sunday August 28. Terry had mixed feelings
about the day which he thought was poorly attended, but all those
who did attend had a good time and showed a general interest in
the area. Through a series of unseen problems the walk through
the Strathnaver Grasslands was not as successful as was hoped.

It is hoped that this day will form the foundation for an annual
event. ‘

Tom Baker from the Friends of Upper Moonee Ponds Creek spoke on
his group and their concerns for the creek around the Westmeadows
area. This is a most important area of the creek that has often
been neglected by people who manage the area and people who live
near the creek. Tom spoke of the many birds sighted and the very
successful revegetation projects that have been undertaken over
recent times.

This group also has many concerns for this area:

- the pollution coming from the freeway and adjacent areas into
the creek.

- The quality of the water in the creek (particularly around
Koala Crescent.

Kelvin Thomson also spoke about issues concerning this area.

- The land ownership issue has been discussed with Roger Lord,
Melbourne Parks & Waterways Environmental Projects Officer who
was able to find out some information but more will be
required.

- The future of the Cleanaway site.

- The pollution in the creek, including a large oil slick.
Kelvin met on site with Vince Pettigrove, Melbourne Water,
Stream Water Quality Co-ordinator and discussed the problems
occurring.

2. the subdivision proposal for Morgans Land in Glenroy which would effectively cut
off access along the creek on the western side and bring urban development fully
into the Valley. :

Neither of these proposals are in keeping with the Moonee Ponds Creek Concept Plan

and the Association has been opposing them.

Re: CityLink

As outlined in the minutes of the last few months, discussions with the CityLink
Corporation and others have been held. However, the current landscaping proposal
identifies plantings of exotic and native trees, many of which are environmental
weeds. The promised construction of a Lake or Wetlands at the intersection with
Flemington Road aiso appears to be questionable. VicRoads Publications had
identified the lake and indigenous plantings as a key component of the project.

Jan Lind presented a detailed study (by Jan Lind, Elspeth Ferguson and Karen Rief), on potential
revegetation of Olver Reserve. Presentation based on slides and overheads. Aim of the project is to
achieve revegetation down to the waters edge.

Moonee Ponds Creek Coordinator

Karen Wilson presented the proposal for a Moonee Ponds Creek Coordinator. Although the proposal
aligns with recommendations-of the recent Northern Waterways Review (Melbourne Water, 1997),
Melbourne Water has unfortunately declined the invitation contribute financially to the position. However,
Moonee Vailey, Moreland, Melbourne City Councils have ailocated money this financial year and Hume

. City Council will seek to provide other forms of resourcing.

Karen and Alistair answered questions about this initiative. Members responded positively to the model
proposed. A minor consultancy task is proposed to prepare a constitution for a coordinated management
structure in which to locate the Moonee Ponds Creek Coordinator. A position description will also be
prepared as part of that task. The constitution of a coordinated management structure will need to be
endorsed by participating Councils.



Moonee Ponds Creek Revitalisation Plan

Andrew Rowe and Alistair Phillips spoke on the progress of the Moonee Ponds Creek Revitalisation Plan.
A second draft has been produced which now refers to the potential for concrete removat at least at key
nodes. All proposed actions along the 10 reaches from Travencore to the trestle bridge have now been
costed.

One very important change the submission hopes to bring about is
to save several mature remnant redgums. This would be possible if the current
plans change the shape and position (by about 10 metres) of the road and
possibly change the location of open space within the subdivision. Kelvin to
liase with Gavan on this topic. Gavan to also raise the topic with Bernie Finn.

Application for Advertising Sign .

A planning permit at 38 Mt Alexander Rd, Flemington, for a floodlit double
sided promotion panel sky sign (28 metres high) has been rejected by Moonee
Valley Council. The Minister for Planning and Local Government will
consider submissions from all parties to the application to review, As such
MPCA will write a letter of objection to the sign to be considered for the
review.

Tetry reported from GBRAC that Christine Campbell and Petet Gould were
negotiating for an outcome to the issue.

Growing a Green Webb
Moonee Valley has now come on board to support the Moonee Ponds Creeks
coordinators plans to implement a Growing a Green Webb type program.

- $31000 is now available for the rest of the financial year to fund a

person/company to support and encourage community greening efforts in the
Moonee Ponds creek area. Gavan will be putting a brief through Hume
council and a tender will be issued to a minimum of 3 companies to supply the
resources for this position. The 3 companies invited to tender will probably be
Greening Australia, The Australian Trust for Conservation Volunteers and
Practical Ecology, but this list had not been finalised.

Whitenbury

Kelvin wrote a letter to Hume Council to gain support to Protect the
Remnants in the Whitenbury Estate.- Gary Jungworth raised the issue at Hume
Council and the resolution was carried. We received a conformation letter
from the Hume resolution that will be put on file that * Council agree to ensure




that any subdivision proposal at Attwood on the Whitenbury land retain three
significant River Red Gums and the One Yellow Box”.

City Link

A number of igsues are still being raised with Melboumne Water regarding the
arca around Arden Street and Racecourse Road. Gavan will be writing a letter
to Transourban to raise all the issues an Gavan will supply Kelvin with a copy
of this letter.

Creek Realignment

The Technical Advisory report apparently is finished and is only in the hands
of Docklands and the Ports Authority. Gavan is attempting to see the report
and the meeting was strongly supportive of this due to possible damage to the
areas wetlands. There is also a new problem with a new Docklands Access
road which is proposed for the side of the creek. This is proposed to be oaly 5
meters from the creek and through the established revegetated area near
Footscray Rd. Qur relationship with the City of Melbourne came under
Question as it was felt that they should be forwarding more information on to
concerned community groups and that they were acting at the Dockiands more
as a Developer than a council which represents the community.

Moreland Sustainable Grants :

James has asked Moreland for alterations to the existing proposal and a titne
extension as Melbourne water has oaly just considered the plans. They
decided they would undettake in stream revegetation wotks in 3 of the 4 areas
covered which means the grants require a major change. (P.S. Melbourne
Water plants are now in between Devereaux St and the Old Broadmeadow
Nursery).

J.P.Fawkner Reserve

Jarmes teported that the final plans had been released and would be considered
by council during October. He was disappointing that the final plans did not
incorporate revegetation in the area from Chris court to the Oak Park Tennis
club as he considered this the most important area for revegetation as it linked
the Strathnaver Grass reserve with the remnant grass’s at Athens Place and the
Revegetation project of Moonee Valley’s at the Horseshoe . Terry commented
that his attendance and comnients raised from the community forum seemed to
do nothing, as the final plans have had very little change. No one involved
with the forum disagreed with the observation and concerns with the level of
carparking was still high, Gavan was going to follow the issue with Leannie



O’Shea of Moreland Council to check the Environmental departments views
on the plans.

Melbourne Ports/ Clean up the Creek Committee

Gavan reported that the terms of reference for the group are established and
that thi¢ drive was to nominate and establish the Moonee Ponds Creek as a long
term clean up Project. A revegetation sub committee is being formed and a
student Landscape Architect is preparing a Catchment Base map which is
being divided up to identify the Remnants and revegetation opportunities. The
revegetation opportunities will be given priorities and a list of sponsorship
targets will be prepared. The group has also identified that council
maintenance budgets will need to be modified to account for the maintenance
of the revegetated areas and alterations to maintenance contracts will need to
be made. Kelvin requested that Gavan try to get Ian Keirnan to a coordinators
meeting . ~

Ford Greening Projects

Greening Australia has requested that the Coordinator nominate a site for the
Ford employees to Green. The ford employees have a program where they
donate money from there pays, then select projects that they wish to fund and
work on. Gavan is preparing a site to submit to Ford which they hopefully will
adopt.

Port Phillip Catchment Authority

Gavan has spoken to the Executive Officer of the Port Phillip Catchment
Management Authority tryinig to improve links and get them involved in the
Clean up project. Gavan has been asked to provide a presentation to the
catchment committee which wilf help to improve our links. James suggested
that the contamination from the Creek, could help to raise the priorities of the
work in our catchment and Kelvin stated that a report had been issued by
Melbourne Water on the Water Quality.
